ÅEdible marijuana products are sold as brownies, cookies, 

candies, lollipops, and flavored drinks

ÅMany look like their regular commercial counterparts and are 

palatable to children and adults

ÅEdible unit packages may contain multiple ñservingsò (doses)

ïEntire product may result in overdose even for seasoned users 

and be life-threatening in children

ÅPurpose of Project: Characterize edible marijuana exposures

Discussion

ÅExposures to children Ò five years and teenagers

ïPopulation not legal to purchase

ïIncreased availability

ïIncreased palatability of edible products

ÅDuring study period, Colorado and Washington 

decriminalized recreational marijuana use 

ïThese states demonstrated an Increase in exposures compared to 

other states

ÅSince study, Alaska, Oregon, and Washington D.C. have 

passed similar laws

ïThese areas may show similar edible marijuana exposure trends

Å Total of 150 calls with 98% from ingestions

Å Colorado and Washington reported most cases

Å Most reported cases occurred in pediatric populations

Å Most frequent clinical effects:

ÅSevere toxicity:

ï3 exposures were intubated - ages 4, 10, and 57 years

ï4 cases were admitted to the critical care unit (75% pediatric)

Limitations

ÅNPDS is a passive reporting system

ÅDosing information is limited in these NPDS calls due to lack 

of information on specific products

ÅSingle substance exposure allows for characterization of 

effects but less reliable marker of overall exposed population

ÅFurther subgroup analysis may show differential effects for 

children less Ò 5 years compared to adolescents and adults
